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1. LEAGUE
1.1 This Pool League shall be known as the WHITLEY BAY & DISTRICT POOL LEAGUE, hereinafter referred to as the League.

1.2 The League will be organized by a committee appointed by League members.

1.3 The League is to consist of as many teams as the committee feel is adequate and divided into Divisions.

1.4 Acceptance into the League will be by majority member’s vote.  All new teams are required to pay £50 bond which will be refunded at the end of the season on completion of all fixtures.
1.5 A ₤10.00 fine will be enforced for teams failing to attend monthly league meetings.  Team representatives must arrive at the meeting prior to the roll call and must be in attendance for the duration of the meeting.  The ₤10.00 must be paid at the following League meeting and not deducted from end-of-season payouts.  Failure to pay this ₤10.00 may result in suspension from the League.

1.6 Any team not represented at any two (2) League meetings during the course of the season, and any team being three (3) months in arrears with monthly subs, will be suspended from the League.  Reinstatement will only be allowed once guarantee money of ₤1.00 per person registered and the outstanding subs are paid.

1.7 Each Division of the League will be treated equally with respect to any payments of cash at the end of the season.

2. REGISTRATION
2.1 Up to fourteen (14) players may be registered with the League organizers to represent any member team, all of whom shall be properly registered with the League organizer(s).  A player is deemed to be registered once they have played for a team.
2.2
All teams will be limited to registering one EPA player.
2.3
Registration must be made with a committee representative seven (7) days prior to the member being selected to play.

2.4
Players will be allowed to transfer to another team between the commencement of the season and the 31 December.  owev However, a player may only transfer if they have played in five (5) matches or less for their original team and only one transfer per player per season will be allowed.  All transfers must be agreed at a monthly league meeting and the player’s signature must be submitted at that meeting together with the new team before a player is allowed to transfer.  Additionally, the seven (7) day registration ruling still applies.  Any players who transfer will be eliminated from Player of the Year to avoid confusion. ow 

2.5
Any team playing unregistered players, or claiming points for players not present at the match, will forfeit all points won during the match.  The opposing team will retain all points won, and be awarded additional points for any game won by an unregistered player.  A second offence of this nature will be treated in the same manner, but the team’s guarantee money will be forfeited.

2.6
A team wishing to de-register a player must inform the committee of their decision.  In the event of a subsequent registration the details must also be submitted to a committee member and that person(s) will not be eligible to play for the team until seven (7) days have lapsed.

3. PLAYING RULES
3.1 All pool will be played to comply with the WHITLEY BAY & DISTRICT POOL LEAGUE RULES governing the game.
4. MATCH FORMAT
4.1 All games should be played on standard 6’ or 7’ tables.

4.2 Each League match will comprise of twelve (12) singles frames consisting of 2 sessions of  6 and 6, ie a player may play twice (once in each session of 6) but player of the year point will be awarded for a player’s first frame only.  Team knockout matches will comprise of 2 sessions of 6 and 5, with players being allowed to play once in both sessions.  Players must be selected by a random draw.  The maximum number of frames any player may play in one match is two (2). 
4.3 The points system will be one (1) point per frame won.
4.4 All teams are responsible for supplying referees, who must be registered players.  The home team should referee the first frame and alternate frames thereafter, with the away team refereeing frames 2, 4, 6, 8, 10 and 12.  In team knockout matches the home team will referee the first frame and alternate frames thereafter, the away team refereeing frames 2, 4, 6, 8 and 10.
4.5 The home team should pay for League games and must also supply light refreshments, or ₤10.00.  In team knock-out matches, including semi-finals and finals played on neutral venues, refreshments are not required.  The cost of the games in all individual competitions and knockout matches is to be split between both teams.
4.6 In the event of a breakdown of the table during play, the match must still be completed.  Three alternative dates should be offered by the home team for any match to be replayed.  The score as at the breakdown will stand.

4.7 Result Cards: Team captains may play their team’s players in a selected order, but not against selected opponents, except in team knockout matches where a random player draw will be made.  The order of games may be altered, but not the players.  Individual players must sign the Result Card in a like manner to that on the Registration form, as should referees and captains.


Points will not be lost for late arrival of result cards.

5. FIXTURES
5.1 In the event of a team being obliged to withdraw from the league due to circumstances beyond its control, results shall stand for the FIRST HALF OF THE SEASON ONLY, but only if all the teams have played the withdrawn team at least once.


All other matches shall be declared VOID.

5.2 Matches will be played on Sundays as dated in the official fixture list, or on an alternative night, by mutual agreement, providing the League Secretary has been informed.  In the event of teams failing to reach agreement, the team wishing to re-arrange the fixture will concede to their opponents if they are unable to play on the set date.  The minimum notification required for re-arranged matches is three (3) days.  All re-arranged matches are to be played within three (3) weeks of the scheduled date, and before the final date of League fixtures.  If a team fails to turn up for any fixture and prior notification has not been given, the points will be awarded to the opposing team (i.e. the match will not be re-played).

5.3 Whitley Bay & District Pool matches may not be cancelled because of any other sporting commitments on Sundays.

5.4 Each team is to supply the League Secretary with the name and telephone number of at least one player who can be contacted in emergency (for game cancellations etc.)  This contact list will be made available to all teams.
5.5 All matches are to commence at 7.30pm prompt.  Teams must have the first 6 players present at 7.30pm and the remaining or second set of 6 players by 8pm, with the initials marked on the result card by 7.30pm and 8pm respectively.  The result card must be fully signed by 8pm, unless prior agreement has been reached between both teams for late arrival of a player or players.   A ten (10) minute waiting period will be allowed before any frame(s) can be claimed.  In the event that a player completes his game but has not signed the result card, the point will be awarded to the opposing team.

5.6 Result Cards should be forwarded to the appropriate League Fixture Secretary to arrive no later than the Thursday following the game. 
Any teams(s) failing to submit a Result Card will be fined ₤5.00 for a first offence and ₤10.00 for a second and subsequent offence(s).


The Home team is responsible for submission of the Result Card.

6. COMPLAINTS
6.1 Where there is a disputed frame/game, the Result Card should be marked accordingly and signed by the nominated referee, who should ensure that both captains are aware of the dispute and that they also countersign the card.

6.2
The Captain of the team making the complaint must notify the League Committee as soon as possible of the nature of their complaint, in writing, and the complaint must be accompanied by a ₤5.00 guarantee fee.  The League Committee will then hear the complaint, and if the dispute is found to be justified, the ₤5.00 guarantee fee will be refunded.  No appeals whatsoever will be accepted.


THE COMMITTEE’S DECISION IS FINAL.

6.3
Late arrival will constitute grounds for protest unless it has been mutually agreed that the match can be commenced late without a protest being lodged with the Committee.

6.4
The referee is in complete control of the game.  His, or her, decision is final.

6.5
Where a Referee makes a serious decision – i.e. gives “game away”, he/she must explain 
the reason for having made the decision to the captains of the two teams (this does not mean that the referee should allow their decision to be questioned, but merely that after a serious decision has been made they explain the reason).

6.6
In a game stalemate the referee should inform both players that he/she will remove the cue ball from the table and award a re-rack if play continues to be negative.

6.7
Complaints against referees should be made as in a dispute between teams at Rule 6.1 above.

6.8
Coaching of players during games is not allowed.  Where coaching does take place the referee should caution the Captain of the offending team that any further coaching will incur automatic loss of the point being played for, the point being awarded to the opponents and the frame abandoned.  Any further coaching during the match should be treated in a similar manner.  The Result Card should be marked accordingly by the referee concerned.  Where a referee fails to take action in the case of coaching, a team Captain may bring this rule to the referee’s attention.  If the referee still fails to take any action, then the Result Card should be marked accordingly, and a complaint lodged with the Committee as soon as possible.

7. CONDUCT
7.1 If any team or player conducts themselves in a manner likely to bring the Pool League into disrepute, the matter should be reported to the League Committee as soon as possible.

Any such team or player reported may be subjected to a ban (short-term or long-term) and/or bound to ensure their future good conduct.


The primary object of the League is social.

If any player(s) of the Monkseaton Pool League bring that League into disrepute and are banned by the Monkseaton League Committee from playing in their League, then the Whitley Bay League Committee will consider the situation at the next monthly League meeting.  This does not mean an automatic ban, but appropriate action will be considered.

COMPETITIONS
9.1
Singles, doubles and other such competitions as are seen fitting to the League will be organized by the Committee.
9.2
Players entering all individual and team competitions must have played a minimum of 10 frames by the date on which the quarter finals are scheduled, otherwise they will be eliminated from the competitions, the exception being in mixed doubles where only one of the pairing must have played a minimum of 10 frames as only one of the pairing needs to be registered to enter.  
9.3
The deadline for competitions will be 8.00pm on the date shown on the relevant competition draws if no contact has been made between players prior to the deadline.  In the event that a player cannot make the deadline date they should contact their opponent as soon as possible after the draws are circulated and offer 3 alternative dates and the opponent must accept one of these dates.  All dates offered must be reasonable dates, ie not 3 Mondays, not 3 dates in the same week etc.  No player(s) may claim a game before the 8.00pm deadline unless a definite arrangement has been made between players to play the match prior to the deadline date and then any player(s) fail to attend.   Under no circumstances will matches be allowed to be played after the deadline.  

9.4
The winning player(s)/team is responsible for forwarding the result to the League 
Secretary.

9.5
Any player(s)/team failing to get their results to the League Secretary by the date shown on the Competition draws will be disqualified from the competitions.

9.6
Where possible, all Semi-Final draws onwards of all competitions will be drawn at League meetings.
9.7
Dates for semi-finals and finals of all competitions will be set by the Committee and a list circulated in advance.  Players will be able to arrange and play a match by mutual agreement prior to the set dates, provided the Committee is informed.  However, if mutual agreement cannot be reached then the match must be played on the set dates otherwise any players not being available to play will be eliminated from the competition. 
9.7
Venues and referees for semi-finals and finals of all competitions will be decided by the Committee and will not be subject to negotiation.

GENERAL
10.1
A minimum of 4 team members must attend the presentation night otherwise that team will forfeit their team payout.  In addition, any individual competition winners must attend the presentation night in person to collect their winning payouts, unless they can prove they are out of the country at that time, otherwise they will also forfeit their winners’ payouts.  
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
