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1. MINUTES OF 2015/2016 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
The minutes of the last AGM held on Sunday 23 August 2015 were read out and were proposed and agreed as a true record.

2. MATTERS ARISING
None.

3.
CHAIRMAN’S COMMENTS
C Hodgson thanked all participants of the 2015/2016 season for their co-operation.  He stated he was pleased that the season had been successful, the presentation of which was held at Chirton Club in May 2016.  
4. TREASURER’S AND SECRETARY’S REPORTS
The Balance sheet for 2015/2016 was circulated and was proposed as a true record by D Berry (Chirton Club A) and seconded by W Hodgson (Vic, North Shields)  The Secretary informed the meeting that it had been possible to pay 50p per point again this year as some competition payouts had not been collected and had been put back into the funds.  The other £600 carried over was the money that had been donated by Fred & Audrey Smith’s daughters as payouts for the mens/singles finalists and winners over the next 3 years.u
5. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE ABOVE REPORTS
None.
6. 2015/2016 PRESENTATION NIGHT
Nothing to report.
7.
ELECTION OF NEW COMMITTEE
The 2015/2016 committee resigned at this point and C Hodgson agreed to remain in the chair until a new Committee was formed.  

A Ball (King Street Club) proposed that the 2015/2016 Committee remain on block.  Seconded by G Martin (High Howdon SC).  However, L Storey, Treasurer, was not able to stand as a Committee member this season and C Hodgson proposed D Johnson (Alex) take over as Treasurer.  The original proposal was therefore amended to replace D Johnson as treasurer and a vote was taken and the proposal carried.

FORMATION OF THE LEAGUE

The League agreed the acceptance of New York SC B, Whitley Bay SC A and Whitley Bay SC B into the League, subject to a £50 bond being paid.

K Briggs (Sea Horse B) proposed that matches should be increased to 15 frames consisting of 3 blocks of 5, seconded by C Anderson (Sea Horse C).  A vote was taken (7 votes for, 10 votes against).  The proposal was therefore not carried.  Matches will remain at 12 frames.

9.
RULES AND CONSTITUTION
The issue of use of pro-cup balls was discussed and various proposals put forward in the event that teams were not happy with the standard of pool balls at a particular venue.  However, this would be too difficult to manage but all representatives were asked to approach pub managers to ask them to provide a separate set of match balls.

K Briggs (Sea Horse B) proposed that if a player goes in-off the break the oncoming player will have one shot only, the exception being if a player goes in-off the break and 4 balls fail to hit a cushion then the foul break rule will apply, ie 2 visits will be awarded.  If the white ball leaves the table, 2 shots will still be given.   Seconded by S Wright (Alex).  A vote was taken and the proposal carried (16 votes, 4 against).

S Wright (Alex) proposed the black ball rule break system be applied, ie if a player pots a colour off the break and nominates the other colour he doesn’t have to pot that colour to be on that colour and can play a combination shot instead so that he is not disadvantaged.  Seconded by C Anderson (Sea Horse C).  A vote was taken but the proposal not carried.
S Wright (Alex) proposed a random player draw for team knockout matches.  Seconded by L Skinner (Bertie’s Club A.  A vote was taken and the proposal carried (15 votes for, 1 against).
J Wales (Mauretania) proposed that there should be no free ball and only one shot on the black ball following a foul.  There was no seconder for this proposal.

FEES
D Berry (Chirton Club A) proposed that monthly subs should be increased to £20 per month.  Seconded by S Scott (Pineapple).  A vote was taken and the proposal carried.
11.
COMPETITIONS
J Lowther (New York SC A) proposed that all players in all competitions, including team competitions, must have played 10 frames by the quarter final stage.  Seconded by S Wright (Alex).  A vote was taken and the proposal carried (9 votes for, 8 against).  This will exclude the mixed doubles competition, where only one of the pair needs to be signed.

D Johnson (Alex) proposed that no food should be provided in team knockout competitions.  Seconded by W Hodgson (Vic, North Shields).  A vote was taken and the proposal carried.  In addition, the League will not provide food for team knockout semi finals and finals.  All teams were reminded that the cost of games in individual competitions and team knockouts should be split by both parties.

TROPHIES AND PAYOUTS
To remain as 2015/2016.  However, points payout will be at the discretion of the League Committee.

RESULTS AND RESULT CARDS


K Briggs (Sea Horse B) proposed that both teams text in result with any disputes and then result cards to be handed in at the monthyly meeting.  Winning team to post card but in the event of a draw the home team should post card.  C Hodgson (Chairman) pointed out the difficulties in respect of new signings etc. and as there was no seconder the proposal was not taken further.
K Briggs (Sea Horse B) proposed that the 1st 6 players should be in the bar by 7.30pm with initials and signatures on the result card by 8pm, and the second set of 6 players in the bar with the result card complete with initials and signatures by 8.30pm.  Seconded by D Chambers (Anchor, Wallsend).  A vote was taken and the proposal not carried.

14. LEAGUE MEETINGS
It was agreed that League meetings would be held on the 3rd Sunday of every month at 12 noon at the Alex, North Shields, the first meeting to take place on Sunday 11 September 2016.
15. STARTING DATE
Sunday 18 September 2016.

16. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
M Elliott (Bertie’s Club B) proposed that a minimum of 4 team members should attend the presentation otherwise that team will forfeit their team payout.  In addition, any individual competition winners must attend the presentation in person to collect their winning payouts, unless they can prove they are out of the country at that time, otherwise they will also forfeit their payouts.  Seconded by V Syzmanski (Whitley Bay SC B).  A vote was taken (15 votes for, 4 votes against) and the proposal therefore carried.
J Malkinson raised various problems encountered in respect of referees and tables for team and individual semi-finals and finals.  There had been several instances in previous seasons where individuals had refused to play on certain tables and had refused to have certain individuals referee games.  It was pointed out that the League Committee is very small and all semi-finals and finals may not be refereed by members of the Committee and all players will have to accept when non-committee members are nominated to referee matches.  In addition, all players will have to accept venues/tables nominated by the League Committee for semi-final and final matches.  Failure to adhere to this may result in players being eliminated from semi-finals and finals.  
J Malkinson also pointed out that deadline dates for individual competitions are not to be treated as dates on when these matches must be played, although matches will not be allowed to be played beyond these dates.  If there has been no contact between players prior to the deadline then all players should attend on that date.  However, in the event that a player cannot make the deadline date they should contact their opponent as soon as possible after the draws are circulated and offer 3 alternative dates and the opponent must accept one of these date.  All dates offered must be reasonable dates, ie not 3 Mondays or not 3 dates in the same week etc.  It was also pointed out that individuals should not be entering competitions if they cannot make themselves available to play matches due to personal commitments.
The meeting was then closed.
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
